Adapt games by – doubling the numbers on the dice 

         Using two dice and adding or multiplying the numbers 

TIME 

Build an awareness of what time is –  

How long does it take to get to school?         

Remind them of what time they do things – e.g. we get up at 7.am, lunch is at 12.30pm
